Partner Company develops and markets the innovative product  GLOBALTAX.  

 

 

hereinafter referred to as the "Product". Product provides CALL ACCOUNTING AND TELECOM COST 
MANAGEMENT functionality. 

Aastra sells a range of innovative products, which allow telephone calls to be switched over conventional 
telephone networks as well as over IP-based networks (LAN, WAN). IP-PBX systems and/or terminals 
offered by Aastra (“Aastra Solution(s)”) provide additional functionality such as integrated mobility solutions 
and strong and flexible interfaces enabling the integration of 3rd party applications and the integration of 
special services provided by (fixed and mobile) network operators. 

Aastra and Partner Company have expressed a desire for the Qualification of Product and the Aastra 
Solutions – the goal being offer a comprehensive and complete solution to end-customers within a well 
established and reliable environment.

The parties have entered into this Agreement for the purpose of defining 1) the procedure to be followed and 
the performance benchmarks required in order to obtain Qualification of Product with the Aastra Solution and 
2) to provide terms and conditions governing certain aspects of any future implementation, sale (if any) and 
liability of the Product and/or Aastra Solution.  

It is hereby acknowledged that assessment of the functionality of Product in interaction with the Aastra 
Solution shall focus on a correct usage of Aastra’s interfaces and, accordingly, Aastra shall not have 
responsibility for any functionality desired by the end-customer. 

The Qualification process is divided into the following 4 stages: 

1. Integration:  Partner Company integrates Product with the Aastra Solution (clause 3 hereafter) 

2. Documentation:  Partner Company provides a set of marketing documents for Product (clause 4 
hereafter) 

3. Verification:  Aastra verifies the integration in the laboratory  (clause 5 hereafter) 

4. Qualification:  Aastra qualifies Product, if the above process is successful (clause 6 hereafter).  

In addition, this Agreement defines potential joint marketing activities (clause 9 hereafter), the validity, term 
and renewal of a Certificate (clause 10 hereafter) and the support being provided by both Aastra and Partner 
Company (clause 8 hereafter).

During the Integration stage, Product shall be integrated by Partner Company with the existing Aastra 
Solution interfaces by configuration, modification, adjustment or enhancement of the Product. For increased 
clarity, it is hereby expressly agreed that Aastra is under no obligation to modify any component or interface 
of the Aastra Solution and that Partner Company will make all modifications necessary to adapt to the 
existing interfaces.  

The respective obligations of the parties related to the Integration stage are defined in clause 3.1 (for Aastra) 
and 3.2 (for Partner Company) hereafter.  

The Integration stage shall not exceed a period of six (6) months. If Partner Company nevertheless exceeds 
this period, either party shall have the right to terminate the Qualification process at its own discretion and 
request the other party to return all material and documentation provided to such party or which has been 
developed as part of the Qualification process (if and to the extent such material and documentation relates 
exclusively to either the Product or Aastra Solution). 
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3.1 OBLIGATIONS OF AASTRA 

·  Aastra may upon the request of the Partner Company and at the discretion of Aastra make available to 
Partner Company the Aastra hardware, documentation and associated necessary software licenses 
(excluding any third party licenses) for the duration of the Integration.

Partner Company shall for this purpose and for a time period defined 
by Aastra, be granted access to Aastra’s 2nd level support help desk. In addition, Aastra shall provide 
Partner Company with trouble shooting assistance as Aastra deems appropriate for the issue. 

·  Aastra shall offer “Training Days” within an Aastra laboratory. The objective of such training days is the 
transfer of necessary know-how for effective Integration of Product. Contents of such Training Days will 
be individually tailored for Partner Company, at the discretion of Aastra. The expenditure for the training 
is charged to Partner Company on a pay per day basis in accordance with Aastra’s then-currently 
applicable pricelist in the relevant country. 

·  Aastra shall offer “Integration Workshops” within an Aastra laboratory. The general target of such 
Integration Workshops is to obtain, by Partner Company and Aastra working together, an Integration of 
Product with the Aastra Solution. Such Integration Workshops shall involve the application engineering 
and development teams of both Partner Company and Aastra. The expenditure for the Integration 
Workshop is charged by Aastra to Partner Company on a pay per day basis in accordance with Aastra’s 
then-currently applicable pricelist in the relevant country.  

3.2 OBLIGATIONS OF PARTNER COMPANY 

·  Partner Company shall integrate Product using the existing interfaces of the Aastra Solution. The basis 
shall be the components and versions listed in Annex A. 

·  Partner Company shall carry out the necessary tests and make available the test reports (test lists and 
test results) to Aastra.

So the Verification stage can begin, Partner Company shall provide Aastra with a set of marketing materials, 
to which Partner Company retains all rights, titles and interest, for the Product, in the English language

·  a leaflet and / or brochure describing the functionality of Product,  

·  application notes or customer success stories describing Products sold to end-customers and such 
customer’s problems and/or requirements which have been solved / met with this Products, 

Such documents usually will be published on Aastra’s relevant Extranet and Internet pages after having 
finished the Qualification successfully.

During the Verification stage, the Integration of Product with the existing Aastra Solution interfaces shall be 
verified. The respective obligations of the parties related to the Verification stage are defined in clauses 5.1 
(Aastra) and 5.2 (Partner Company) hereafter. The Verification stage formally starts with the delivery to 
Aastra of Partner Company’s successfully integrated Product. 
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5.1 OBLIGATIONS OF AASTRA 

·  Aastra shall install and de-install Product in the selected test laboratory and shall check the installation 
procedure for user friendliness and conformity with Windows. 

·  Aastra shall inspect the test reports of Partner Company with respect to the test coverage achieved and 
shall carry out random sampling. 

·  Aastra shall carry out tests concerning the interaction of the Aastra Solution interface with Product and 
shall check standard functions such as answer call, hang up, make call, enquiry call, brokering, transfer, 
call forward, call pickup, conference, … to the extent that these functions are supported by the Product. 

·  Aastra shall not be obliged to conduct tests covering the full functionality of Product. Qualification tests 
shall be restricted to verifying the correct use of the Aastra Solution interface by testing only a 
reasonable subset of Product’s functionality. Nevertheless, in an effort to ensure that the Product meets 
Aastra's high standards of operability and reliability, Aastra must be assured by a written statement from 
Partner Company stating that all functionality of Product has been properly tested and limitations, if any, 
are properly documented (see clause 5.2) 

5.2 OBLIGATIONS OF PARTNER COMPANY 

·  Partner Company shall make available to Aastra free of charge for the period of Verification, the Product 
and all necessary software, licenses and accessories for the purpose of Verification. 

·  Partner Company shall prepare a system configuration for its Product customized to Aastra’s 
requirements. 

·  Partner Company shall inform Aastra if necessary or requested by Aastra with respect to all aspects 
arising from or concerning the Product and assist Aastra in any necessary trouble shooting. For this 
purpose, Partner Company’s actions shall include but not be limited to providing Aastra access to the 
help desk of Partner Company. 

·  Partner Company shall make available test reports covering the full functionality of Product (test lists and 
test results) to Aastra assuring by a written statement that all functionality of Product has been properly 
tested and works without any known restrictions. 

·  Partner Company shall not make the Product together with or modified for the Aastra Solution, available 
to other parties or to end-customers without having received written permission by Aastra to do so.

6.1 SUCCESSFUL QUALIFICATION 

If Integration and Verification stages are deemed successful at the sole discretion of Aastra, Aastra shall 
issue a document (“Qualification Diploma”) confirming the correct functionality of Partner Company’s Product 
to the Aastra Solution, with regards to the versions of the components specified in Appendix A. 

Aastra shall publish the Qualification Diploma in the A2P2 Extranet, thereby making it accessible to all Aastra 
Country Sales Units and their partners. Partner Company shall assist Aastra in this activity by supplying up 
to date information material concerning Product as being referenced in clause 4. 

The Aastra Country Sales Units shall at their own discretion decide on how they will communicate, directly or 
indirectly this information to the end-customers.  

Aastra and Partner Company may agree on joint marketing campaigns, such as the publication of a joint 
press release regarding the Qualification as being referenced in clause 9 hereafter. 

6.2 RESTRICTED QUALIFICATION 

During the stages of Integration and Verification, problems may be identified that do not necessarily exclude 
use of Product to Aastra Solution but which may lead to functional restrictions or necessitate the compliance 
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with specific configuration guidelines. In such cases, a Qualification may be issued which is subject to 
defined restrictions (Restricted Qualification).  

Aastra and Partner Company shall jointly determine whether either party may promote the Product where a 
Restricted Qualification is issued. Both parties agree to not promoting the Product in the context of the 
Qualification if they cannot jointly agree on doing so. 

6.3 UNSUCCESSFUL QUALIFICATION 

If any of the Integration and/or Verification stages have not been successful, as determined at the sole 
discretion of Aastra, and the problems identified in any of the stages cannot be remedied within a reasonable 
time, the Qualification process shall be deemed as terminated. 

In such event, Aastra shall publish the general information of a negative result on the A2P2 Extranet, thereby 
making it accessible to all Aastra Country Sales Units. This publication must not contain any confidential 
information (e.g. no detailed descriptions of problems of Partner Company’s Product). The Partner Company 
hereby consents to such publications.

The equipment, material, documents, (...) (“Material”) needed for Integration and Verification shall always be 
delivered (physically and/or electronically) at the sender’s expense and risks. Returning this Material to the 
party owning it (upon termination of this Agreement or as earlier determined by the relevant party), shall also 
be done at the sender’s expense and risks.

Aastra provides 1st , 2nd and 3rd level support for the Aastra Solution, but do not take any support-related  
responsibilities whatsoever for Partner Company’s Product. 

Likewise, Partner Company provides 1st, 2nd and 3rd level support for Partner Company’s Product. 

If a problem occurs at an end-customer site where Aastra Solution are used in combination with Partner 
Company’s Product, and if this problem cannot cleary be assigned to Aastra Solution, the individuals in 
charge of 1st level support shall open a support case with Partner Company. 

If a problem occuring at an end-customer site where Aastra Solution are used in combination with Partner 
Company’s Product cannot be solved within Partner Company’s  support, the authorized individuals of 
Partner Company can open a support case with Aastra’s 2nd level support. In order to open such a support 
case, the authorized individuals of Partner Company support must  

·  deliver a detailed description of the problem, including the exact time when it occurred; 

·  specify all components involved; 

·  provide all available log file information containing a reasonable time period before (and up to) the time 
when the problem occurred; 

·  satisfy with the support case opening/handling process applicable within the relevant Aastra Country 
Sales Unit. 

Upon receiving all requisite information from Partner Company, Aastra’s 2nd level Support will provide 
analysis and technical support with respect to the identified problem, but Aastra does not take any 
commitment whatsoever on providing a solution fixing problems. 

During analysis, Aastra and Partner Company shall assist each other in localising the identified problem and 
upon request of Aastra, Partner Company shall be obliged to jointly accompany this analysis within Aastra’s 
2nd level support laboratory. Expenditures incurred as part of the problem analysis or preparation thereof 
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shall be borne by the party incurring such expenditures, and shall not be charged or recharged  to the other 
party. 

It is hereby expressly understood and agreed that Aastra shall not have any obligations or liabilities 
whatsoever related to the provision of maintenance and support services under this Agreement. Aastra 2nd 
level support reserves the right to close support cases, if the investigations made by Partner Company are 
insufficient and/or if they do not clearly show that the problem can be assigned to Aastra Solution and/or if 
the support case do not contain all requisite information and/or if the support case opening/handling process 
applicable within the relevant Aastra Country Sales Unit.is not satisified with and/or if the problem cannot be 
reproduced by Aastra.

9.1 CO-MARKETING  

After successfully finishing the Qualification, Aastra and Partner Company may participate in joint marketing 
and promotional activities and may work together on such activities, all as mutually agreed upon from time to 
time. 

Furthermore, both Aastra and Partner Company may, subject to successfully achieving the Qualification: (i) 
publicly refer to the other party by name and Marks as a partner in connection with this Agreement; (ii) 
identify each other by name and Marks on each other’s Internet sites; and (iii) briefly describe each party’s 
business on each other’s Internet sites. Within one (1) week of the effective date of this Agreement, Aastra 
and Partner Company will provide each other with a copy of its Marks in a suitable format and a brief 
description of it’s business to use in connection with this Agreement. The rights granted in this section are 
terminable by either party upon ten (10) days prior written notice. 

9.2 PRESS RELEASE 

Subject to each party’s written approval, once successfully finishing the Qualification, each party may issue a 
press release referencing Qualification in Aastras’ Approval Partner Program. Alternatively, Aastra and 
Partner Company may mutually agree to issue a joint press release referencing this Agreement. Further 
press releases to publicize other significant events regarding joint business developments may be mutually 
agreed to from time to time. 

9.3 TRADEMARK LICENSE 

During the term of this Agreement or such other term as communicated by Aastra at any time and at its sole 
discretiony, Aastra and Partner Company hereby grant to each other a non-exclusive, revocable, royalty-
free, non-sublicensable, world-wide license to use selected party’s trademarks, service marks, trade names 
and logos (“Mark(s)”) in connection with each party’s marketing and promotional activities herein. 

9.4 TRADEMARK RESTRICTIONS  

The Mark owner may terminate the foregoing trademark license if, in its reasonable discretion, the licensee's 
use of the Marks negatively affects the value of the Marks or the associated goodwill and such problem is 
not cured within ten (10) days written notice of breach; alternatively, instead of terminating the license in 
total, the owner may specify that certain licensee uses may not contain the Marks. Title to and ownership of 
the owner's Marks shall remain with the owner. The licensee shall use the Marks exactly in the form provided 
and in conformance with any trademark usage policies. The licensee shall not take any action inconsistent 
with the owner's ownership of the Marks, and any benefits and goodwill accruing from use of such Marks 
shall automatically vest in the owner. 
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9.5 RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES 

Not with standing any of the above, the Partner Company shall at all times clearly communicate that it is an 
independent company and not affiliated with Aastra.

Company has no claim for a renewal of a Qualification and Aastra may accept or reject to renew a 
Qualification at its sole discretion.

A Qualification is valid for one dedicated combination of versions of the different components (e.g.: Aastra 
IP-PBX system IntelliGate I7.9, Product version 4.1 with Windows 7). If a party introduces a new major 
version, the Qualification shall not be valid for or transferable to such new combination. 

In this context a new major version must be understood as a (major) commercially released version (GA), 
which introduces new functionality (e.g.: new feature release) or makes use of new hardware specifications 
(e.g.: new headset product family) and / or may affect the interface between the previously-qualified 
components.  

Minor releases, design variants and/or customer specific adaptations, which don’t introduce new 
functionality, don’t modify hardware specifications and don’t affect the interface between the different 
components, shall not require a new Qualification. 

10.2 RENEWAL OF A QUALIFICATION 

Qualification renewal for a major release may be mutually discussed and may be executed at the discretion 
of the parties, but it is explicitly agreed that Aastra shall have no obligation with respect to assessing or 
granting a renewal of a Qualification.  

It is hereby acknowledged that Aastra will not actively inform Partner Company with respect to major 
releases for its products, new products or discontinuance of existing products. Aastra shall have no 
obligation to monitor Partner Company’s releases of Product for the purpose of triggering a renewal of the 
Qualification..

The price for qualifying Product is subject to an individual quotation from the Aastra Country Sales Unit 
(CSU) requesting the qualification and shall be negotiated between such Aastra CSU and Partner Company.

This Agreement shall be valid for a period of one year and it shall be prolonged automatically for additional 
periods of one year, if not previously terminated by either party upon providing notice pursuant to this clause.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time with immediate effect in case of  

(i) material breach of this Agreement by the other party which is not corrected within thirty (30) days after

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(ii) the other party becoming insolvent, involved in bankruptcy or liquidation proceedings or an attempt to 
reach a voluntary settlement of obligations to creditors and/or  

(iii) in the event of technical problems occurring, which are not solved within a period of two (2) months after 
receipt of notification. 

Except in the event of termination for material breach of Agreement, no party shall have the right to lodge 
any claims or damages for termination of this Agreement and no refund of already paid sums according to 
clause 11 will be made by Aastra.

Neither party will use the Confidential Information except for the purpose of this Agreement and shall not 
disclose such Confidential Information to any third party without the prior written consent of the disclosing 
party. This obligation shall start from the effective date of this Agreement and shall continue for a period of 
three (3) years after its termination date. 

The obligations in this Agreement shall not apply to Confidential Information which: 

(a) is or becomes published through no fault or negligence of the receiving party, or any other person, or 
(b) is lawfully obtained by the receiving party from a third party with full rights of disclosure, or 
(c) is already known to the receiving party as proven by written documentation at the date of receipt of 

the information pursuant to this Agreement, or

CLAIM AROSE.  IN NO EVENT WILL EITHER PARTY HAVE ANY LIABILITY FOR ANY SPECIAL, 
INDIRECT, OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES, INCLUDING, WITHOUT LIMITATION, DAMAGES FOR 
LOST PROFITS, OR COSTS OF PROCUREMENT OF SUBSTITUTE GOODS OR SERVICES, ARISING IN

defending party’s settlement of such claim; provided that (i) each party promptly notifies the other in writing 
of any such claim, (ii) the defending party is given sole control of the defense and settlement thereof, and (iii) 
the other party provides all reasonable assistance in connection therewith, at the defending party’s request 
and expense. Notwithstanding the foregoing, neither party will have liability regarding any claim arising out of 
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or related to: (i) any products or components not supplied by the defending party to the other hereunder; (ii) 
the combination, operation or use of any Product or Aastra Solution with other products, components, 
process or material not obtained from the defending party, if the claim of infringement would not have 
occurred but for such combination, operation or use; (iii) any modification to the Products or Aastra Solution 
not made by the defending party, if the claim of infringement would not have occurred but for such 
modification; (iv) use of the Product or Aastra Solution in a manner other than for which it was designed or in 
a manner other than as specified; (v) compliance with specifications provided by the manufacturer; or (vi) 
failure to use replacement or modified Products or Aastra Solution provided by the manufacturer 
(collectively, the “Excluded Claims”).

Aastra may, without notice and at its sole discretion, subcontract part of all of its rights and/or obligations 
arising out of or in connection with this agreement, to an Aastra affiliated company or to any subcontractor. 

If a court of competent jurisdiction holds any provision of this Agreement invalid, the remaining provisions 
shall nonetheless be enforceable according to their terms.  

Swiss law shall govern this Agreement. The place of jurisdiction for all disputes arising out of or in 
connection with this Agreement shall be Solothurn, Switzerland.
